 Sleeping on lounge chairs…digging holes in the 

 yard…all the usual things….but we do like to get 

 away from Sydney when we can and spend  

 quality time running on empty beaches. 

 

6) What inspired you to become a committee  

 member & office bearer at the club?  

 I don’t know if “inspired” is the word….but it’s 

 great being involved in a group that does do a lot 

 of fantastic volunteer work for our community. I’m 

 a reasonably good organiser, and enjoy  negoti-

 ating the various demands of being on commit-

 tee. 

 

7) What are your hopes for the club in the fu- 

 ture?  

 I see the Club as having two major roles – as an 

 Affiliation of Dogs NSW we have a responsibility 

 to provide support and instruction for people who 

 wish to compete in the various Dog Sports such 

 as Obedience, Rally-O, Agility, Herding, Endur-

 ance etc – then we have another role in provid-

 ing basic instruction to people who just want a 

 nicely behaved pet.  Our biggest hurdle is having 

 enough Instructors who are willing to donate their 

 time in providing classes.  I would love to see 

 more people getting involved in Instructing – 

 more Instructors would mean that the responsi-

 bility would be a lot less onerous and Instructors 

 would be able to have blocks of time off to de-

 vote to their own dogs.  The Club has developed 

 a “training path” for would-be Instructors and I 

 would encourage anyone who is interested to 

 come and get involved! 
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What is Rally-O? 
Rally-O is short for Rally-Obedience, a type of dog 

obedience that is different to the traditional obedi-

ence competition. In Rally-O, the dog and handler 

complete a course consisting of exercise stations 

set up by the judge. Teamwork is the main focus. 

Throughout the course, the handler can talk and 

touch the dog to encourage and praise it. There are 

a number of different exercises that are part of Rally

-O and from which the judge chooses when design-

ing the course. Elements of the exercises are: 

 

¶ heeling at normal, fast, slow pace 

¶ left and right turns 

¶ sit, down/drop, stand 

¶ weaving around cones 

¶ jumps 

¶ stays 

 

Each dog/handler team starts with 100 points. 

Points are deducted if exercises are not done cor-

rectly or if teamwork is lacking. A score of 70 or bet-

ter is required to pass the course and get a qualify-

ing certificate. While the course is timed, this only 

matters if there are 2 or more teams tied on points, 

in which case the time is used to decide the final 

placings.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

There are four different competition levels in  

Rally-O. 

 

Rally Novice 

This is the entry level. The dog is on lead and there 

are between 10 and 15 exercise stations. Three  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

qualifications are required to gain the Rally Novice 

title and move up to the next level. 

 

Rally Advanced 

This is the 2nd level. The dog is off lead and there 

are between 12 and 17 exercise stations. Three 

qualifications are required to gain the Rally Ad-

vanced title and move up to the next level. 

 

Rally Excellent 

This is the 3rd level. The dog is off lead and there 

are between 15 and 20 exercise stations. Three 

qualifications are required to gain the Rally Excel-

lent title and move up to the next level. 

 

Rally Advanced Excellent 

This is the highest level. The dog/handler team has 

to complete both a Rally Advanced and Rally Excel-

lent course at the same trial. A qualification is only 

awarded if both courses have been completed suc-

cessfully. Ten qualifications are required to gain the 

Rally Advanced Excellent title. 

 

This year the ESDTC will for the first time award 

perpetual Rally-O trophies for all four competition 

levels. The trophies will be presented at Fun Day 

towards the end of the year. 

 

If you would like to learn more about Rally-O, 

please come and see us at the desk. It is a fun ac-

tivity that builds on the skills and commands taught 

in the regular classes each week.

Activity Class Stability Tests: 

A reminder for our Class 2 Members and those recently promoted to Class 3, that the prerequisites for 

participating in Activity Classes are: 

1) Passing the Class 2 to 3 Promotion Test (or above) in Obedience Training Classes.  

2) Passing the Activity Class Stability Test. 

The key elements of the Stability Test are: 

1) Getting your dog’s attention by calling its name. 

2) An Informal Recall - casually calling your dog when their attention is not on you. 

3) A Short Stay - leaving your dog, pausing and then returning without the dog moving.

Footwear! 

The Club reminds Members that thongs, slip-ons 
and open shoes are not appropriate footwear for 
training your dog. For instance, the flip flopping of 
thongs and slip-ons can distract your dog or anoth-
er handler’s dog while doing heeling exercises.  

There is also the danger of slipping while doing 
right and left about turns, fast pace or jumps (for 
the higher classes). And, should an incident occur 
and dogs start snapping at each other, your toes 
and the soft parts of your feet are highly exposed. 
So please wear covered shoes when training your 
dog.
